Be it eracted by the Rajasthan State Legislature in the
Forty-sixth Year of (he Reputlic of India as follows:—

1. : Short title, extent and commencement.—(1) This
Act may be called the Rajasthan Bovine Animal (Prohibition
of Slaughter and Re,ulation of Temporary Migration or
Export) Act, 1995. ; '

(2) It extends to the whole of the State of Rajasthan.

(3) It shall come into force at once.

2. . Definitions.—In  this Act, unless the context

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3. Prohibition of slaughter of bovine animal.—

Notwithstanding anything contained in any law for the time
being in force or in any usage'or custom to the contrary, no
person shall®slaughter or cause to be slaughtered or offer or

cause to be offered for slaughter any bovine animal.

4. Prohibition of possession, sale or transport of
beef and becf products.—Notwilhstandimg anything
contained in any other law for the time being in force, no
person shall possess, sale or transport for sale or cause to be
sold or transported beef or beef products in any form.

5. Prohibition of export of bovine animal for (he
purpose of slaughter and regulation of temporary
migration or export for other purposes.—(1) No person shall
export and cause to be exported any boviné animal himself
or through his agent, servant or other person acting in his
behalf from any place within the Slate to any ;ace outside
the State for the purposces of slaughter or with tl.e knowledge
thatit may be cr is likely to be slaughtered.

(2) Notwithstanding anything contained in sub-
section (1) temporary migration of bovine animal from the
famine and scarcily affected areas of Rajasthan may be
allowed by the Compelent Authority to other States in India
for grazing purposes-tinder a valid permit in the manner
prescribed and hereinafter laid down. .

(3 Any person residing in any faniine and scarcity
affected area.and desiring migration of any bovine animal

~shall apply 1o the Competent Aulhority having jurisdiction
. over such area staling the circumstances Tecessitating -the

proposcd migration togethér with the number of bovine
animals and name of the State or States to which migration is
proposcd and thie period for which the permit is required.

(6) If any person does not bring back such bovine

(7) The Compelént Authority may issue special permit
in the prescribed manner for export of bovine animal from
Raj&sitlla;l for agricultural or dairy farming purposes or for
partic.ipation in a callle fair, and before granting such - o

7. Custody and disposal of bovine animal seized.—
(1) “if\llxcnxc\'cr,l'a\s a result of search or seizure or as a result of
inspection or’otherwise the bovine animals are seized, the
custody of the scized bovine animals pending finai disposal
of the case may be entrusted by an order of the Competent
Authority to any recognised voluntary agenty ‘working for
the welfare of such animals or to a Gaushala or a Gosadan

governced under the provisions of the Rajasthan  Gaushala
Act, 1960 (Act 2 of 1960) : »

rovided that where there is no such voluntary agency
or Gaushala vr a Gosadan in any local area, the Competent
Authorily may entrust the custody of bovine animals to any
such agency, Gaushala or Gosadan outside the area or to any

other suilable person, who volunteers to maintain such
animal. '

{2) Whenever any case'is finally disposed of, further
orders regarding custody or permanent entrustinent of

(3) Any person aggricved by an order made under
sub-section (1) or sub-section (2). may, wvithin. thirty days

from the date of the said order, appeal against it (o the
Divisional Commissioner.

(4). On such appeal the Divisicnal Comimissioner may
after giving -an opporlunity to the appellant and the Compe-
tent Authority or any other officer authorised by him in this

“behalf to. be heard, divect the order to be stayed pending

disposal ‘ol ‘the appeal or may modify, alter or annul the
order aiidmake any further orders that may be just.

() Whenever any bovine animal is seized under this

Act the Compelent  Authority or the Divisional
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Commissioner shall have, and notwithstanding anything to
the contrary contained in any bther law for the time being in
force, any other court, Tribunal or other Authority shall not
have jurisdiction to make orders with regard to possession,
delivery, disPU$nl or release of such 2nimal.

8. Penalty.—(1) Whoever coniravenes or atlempls to
contravene or abets the contravention of the provxslons of

‘section 3 shall, on conviction, be punished. with a rigorous

imprisonment for a lerm ‘which shall not be less than one

“year but may exlend to ten years and with fine which may

extend to len, thousand rupees.

(2) Whoever conlravenes or attemple to contravene or
abets the contravention of the provisions of scctioit 4 or
section 5 shall, on conviclion, be punished with rigorous
imprisonment for a term which shall not be less than six
months but may extend to five-years and with fme which

'may extend Lo hv thousand rupees.

9. l’umshmcnt for causing hurt.—(1) Whoever causes

bodily pain, dxac.\sc or infirmity to any bovine artimal ic said
to cause hurt.

(2) Whoever mlcnllonnlly causes hurt to a bovine
animal shall, on conviction, be pumshed with r)burous
imprisonment for a term which may extend to three years
and with fine whick may extend to iree thousand rupees.

(3) Whocever abets-the commission of an offence under
sub-section (2), shall be guilty of abetment of the said offence
and shall be liable for the same pums,hmenl as is prox’lded
for the said offence. -

10.  Punishiment for mlentionally injuring any
boviné¢ animal—(t} Whocever intentionally causes grevious
injuries to a Lovine animal shall, on conviction, be punished
with rigurous imprisonment for a term which shall not be

less than one year but may extend to seven years and with

fine which may extend to seven thousand rupees.

11. Burden of proof.——Where any j.rson is prosecuted
for an offence under the provisions of this Act, the burden of

proof that he had not committed the offence under thc
provisions of this Act shall be on him.

12. Power to enter and inspect places.—(1) For the
purpose of this Act the Competent Authority or any ptrson

-authogised in writing in that behalf by  the Competent Au-

thority (hereinafter in this section referred to as ” the author-
ised person” ) shall have power to enter and inspect any

- place where the Competent Authority or the authorised per-. :
son has reason to believe that an oﬂence under tlns Act has

been, or is likely to be committed. = !

(2) Every person in occupation of such place shall allow
the Competent Autherity or the authorised pérson such

access to that place as may be necessary for the aforesaid
purpose 'and shall answer to the best of his knowledge and -

belief any question put to him by the Compelent Authority
or the authorised person.

~ (3) For the purpose of enforcing the provisions of llus
Act, the CQmpelent Authority or the authorised person, in
exercising the powers of entry upon, and inspection of, any
place under this section, follow, as far .. may be, the provi-
sions qQf scction 100 of the Code, relat; ;g to the scarch or
inspection of-a place by a Police Officer.

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13. Person exercising powers under this Act deemed to
be public servant.—All persons exercising powers under this
Act shall be deemed to be public servants within the meaning

" of section 21 of the Indian Penal Code, 1860 (45 of 1850).

14. Pretectien of persens acting in good faith.— No
suit, prosecution or otlter legal proceedings shall be insti-
tuted against any person for anything which in good faith it
done or intended to be done under this Act or rules made

thereunder. . d

15. Power to make rules.——The Staté Gevernment may,
by notification in the Official Gazette, make rules for the
purpose of carrying out the provisions of *his Act. :

16. Amendment of Rajasthan Act !'o. 4 ol 1950.—As
from the commencement of this Act sectic 12 and section 3 of
the Rajasthan Preservation of Certain Animals Act, 1950
(Kajasthan Act No. 4 of 1950), hereinafier referred as afore-
scid Act, shall stand deleted.

17. Savings.—Thedeletion of section 2 and section 3 of
the aforesaid Act shail not—
