Mr. Shiv Mangal Sharma, learned
Additional Advocate General for the State of Rajsthan
submits that appropriate action has been taken against
the erring officials and he will file an affidavit of
the Principal Secretary of the Department of Home,
State of Rajasthan within a week hence. Needless to
say, the affidavit shall deal with every aspect and
clarify the position, keeping in view the assertions
made and also regard being had to the directions issued
in the judgment aforementioned.
