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Context of Fact-Finding into the Incidents of
Violence at Parbhani

Within days of the incident of desecration of a replica of the Constitution on
December 10, 2024, and the subsequent people’s agitation given serious
allegations of violent acts by the Parbhani police during combing operations and
the death, in custody of 35-year old Somnath Venkata Suryawanshi, a Fact-
Finding Team consisting of Advocate. Abhay Taksal (CPI), Advocate Pawan
Jondhale, Youth Ambedkarite Leader, Sudhir Salve, Comrade Vikas Gaikwad,
Comrade Pritam Ghagave, and Ambedkarite leader, Rahul Pradhan spent hours
in Parbhani interviewing victims, eye-witnesses and even interacting with the
authorities. Senior human rights activist and secretary of Citizens for Justice &
Peace, Teesta Setalvad and senior journalist and poet, Raju Parulekar guided the
effort.

In the course of the two days spent in Parbhani by some team members and a week
by others (one of the members is a local resident of the time) and the following
weeks that followed collecting and analysing the police FIRS and Private
complaints filed by victims of police brutality, the Team met mother of martyr
Somnath Venkata Suryawanshi, Vijayabai Suryawanshi and two brothers,
Avinash, and Premnath. Other victims of the combing operation from Bhimnagar,
Priyadarshini Nagar, and Sarangnagar were also met and their statements
recorded by the team. Independent journalist, Sharmistha Bhosale, while on the
spot met and interviewed Inspector General of Police (IF), Shahaji Umape and the
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Fact-Finding Report relies on that input. Other journalists and social activists

were also met.

It is on this basis that the Fact-Finding Report is being published.

The Fact-Finding Team
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Background/Context:

Unfettered Police Brutalities: Parbhani
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On December 10, 2024, a meeting of the Hindu Ekata Morcha was permitted
in Parbhani despite the antecedents of such meetings where hate-speeches
against depressed sections including minorities have been made and social
tensions resulted. There was no adequate police security in the town on that
day. Under the Hon’ble Supreme Court’s recent directives, the police are
required to take effective preventive steps, including videography of such
speeches made at these events and ensure adequate police bandobast and
also if the speeches so call for, register FIRs under provision of the available
sections of the law on Hate Speech. Despite inquiries made by the Fact-
Finding team about these steps, no adequate measures appear to have been

taken.

Note: As per available information with the Fact-Finding team, no
offences have been filed under relevant sections of the Criminal Law
[Section 196 of the BNS i.e., Section 153 (a) and (b) of the erstwhile
IPC]. Moreover, no Guidelines as laid down by the Hon’ble Supreme




Court for taking preventive measures before such hate events were
taken including Video Taping speeches, prosecuting offenders etc.

2. The Fact-Finding team was informed during its inquiries that it was one
Datta Sopan Pawar, who allegedly desecrated the replica of the Constitution
kept in front of Dr. Babasaheb Ambedkar's statue at the entrance to
Parbhani town.

Despite repeated inquiries about this person, the authorities appeared cagey

to provide complete details.
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Independent Media on Sopan Pawar

According to published accounts in the independent media however, Sopan
Pawar, who desecrated the constitution’s replica, was declared to be
“mentally deranged” within hours of his arrest. The police have been quoted
in The Wire as stating that Pawar, hailing from the OBC Dhangar
community, committed the act “without understanding the consequences” of
his actions. Within hours of his arrest on December 10, Shahaji Umap, the
special inspector general of Nanded overseeing the investigation, described
Pawar as a “lunatic.” However, there is no explanation as to how the police
arrived at this conclusion prior to any formal scientific assessment of his
mental state.

In another account published in Sabrangindia on December 24, 2024, police
told the author, Sharmistha Bhosale that “Datta Sopan Pawar is now in jail
at an unknown location according to information given by Additional SP of
Parbhani Yashwant Kale.

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3. According to eye-witnesses from Parbhani town who spoke to visiting
members of the Fact-Finding Team, inexplicable police laxity was evident
following the unfortunate incident of the desecration of the replica of the
Constitution. Instead of taking firm steps to curtail the escalation of social
tensions, the police, said eye-witnesses gave full freedom to the alleged mob
to carry out ‘acts of vandalism’. It was the police that ‘allowed’ the vandalism
of vehicles and shops to happen and thereafter, capitalized on this—as an
excuse— by targeting peaceful protesters. Furthermore, witnesses stated
that, “there appeared to be a laid-out plan to inhumanly torture the citizens
of Dalit settlements by entering their homes through an unlawful and
unwarranted combing operation, assaulting them with blows, including
women and thereafter locking them up in the police station."

4. The events that took place at Parbhani for close to a week unleashed numbing
terror among Dalit settlements of the town. Eight First Information Reports
(FIRs) —criminal complaints —have been filed by the police. We have
encapsulated the FIRs in the report. As crucially, Dalit Victims of Police
Atrocities have filed 12 detailed separate complaints to the Parbhani Police
and yet none of these have been registered as an FIR yet. The Fact-Finding
Team has received a copy of eight of these.

5. The gravity of the events in Parbhani that resulted in this Fact-Finding
Team and Report —after detailed investigations and interviews with various
eyewitnesses and victims of the unlawful combing operation—was that a 35-
year-old student of the law, Somnath Suryavanshi died in judicial custody
allegedly caused by brute beating in police custody days before and also that
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several women, minors and others were also subject to brute violence by the
Parbhani Police.

The Post Mortem Report following his tragic death on December 15, 2024 has
recorded the cause of his death as "shock following multiple injuries".
Somnath Suryawanshi's mother Vijayabai has filed a complaint before the
Parbhani Police and also recorded her statement before the judicial
magistrate. (Section 183 of the BNSS, Section 164 of the erstwhile IPC).
Despite recording a statement before the First-Class Judicial Magistrate,
Parbhani, till date, no case has been registered against the police officer who
beat Somnath Suryavanshi in police custody and who has been named in the
complaint. While more than a total of 12 complaints of inhuman beating have
been sent by registered post to the police —beatings both during the combing
operations and police custody— no FIR has been registered. On the contrary,
a statement made by the newly elected chief minister of Maharashtra in the
Vidhan Sabha (Legislative Assembly), Devendra Fadnavis and the reply
given by Somnath's mother to it are contradictory,! Vijayabai Suryawanshi
has taken a firm, self-respecting stand on the issue of her son being killed in
custody, has, to date, rejected the CM’s statement, refusing the compensation
amount of Rs 10 lakhs and has even demanded life imprisonment for the
guilty police officers.

Somnath Suryavanshi

L Contrary to the findings in the preliminary post-mortem report, Maharashtra chief minister
Devendra Fadnavis on December 20, 2924 claimed that 35-year-old law student Somnath

Vyankat Suryawanshi died because of his “underlying health condition” and not due to custodial

torture. The provisional post-mortem report had attributed the cause of death to “shock

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6. It was on the morning of December 15, 2024, a Sunday, at 9 a.m. that
Vijayabai was informed by the police that the cause of Somnath
Suryawanshi's death was a heart attack. The post-mortem indicates that
there was assault (beating). However, the chief minister has stated that the
cause of death was And the Chief Minister stated that the cause of death was
respiratory distress. Vijayabai says that Somnath was in good health before
his arrest. He had no issues with breathing, asthma, or any other kind of
trouble. She is firm in her accusation that the police beat him to death. Based

on this, it appears at first glance that the government is protecting Somnath's
killers.

7. According to details available to the Fact-Finding Team, through on-the-spot
interview-based investigations, the Jalna SP attempted to exert pressure on
Vijayabai, the mother of martyr Somnath Suryawanshi, to prevent her from
bringing Somnath's mortal remains to Parbhani. He is reported to have said,
“If there 1s a riot in Parbhani where 70 thousand people have gathered, you
will be responsible for it.” To which Vijayabai said, “my son was in your
custody for five days, you give me his dead body, you do not take
responsibility for his death and you make me take responsibility for 70
thousand people? Will you let me go, or I should die here?" Only after this
clear stand by Vijayabai Suryawanshi were they allowed to go to Parbhani,
only after which the cremation of Somnath Suryavanshi was performed
peacefully.

Vijay Wakode

8. The death of the people’s leader Vijay Wakode, who handled the situation
in Parbhani peacefully, occurred due to a heart attack after Somnath's last
rites, say eye-witness accounts. The victims of police and administrative
brutality and callousness in Parbhani include Vijay Wakode, Somnath, and
the other survivors of various combing operations in the settlements, the
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torture in the police station. A few dozen Dalit women, men, young people
and small children have been traumatised by the assault.

9. The Fact-Finding Team held a meeting and recorded interviews with
Sudhakar Sakharam Jadhav, Vishal Gaikwad, Radhabai Sonwane,
Vaibhav Kakade, Pooja Jadhav, Unnati Jondhale, Uddhav Vayal, Shivaji
Thorat, Babita Raju Sawant, Raju Makasare from Bhimnagar,
Priyadarshini Nagar, and Sarang Nagar. They expressed their sense of
humiliation and pain. They expressed their pain-suffering. “What was the
need for such barbarism by the teams of Police and SRP, they ask? They fell
upon us just like they attack terrorists; they broke down the doors and
windows of people's houses, broke down the doors of bathrooms and toilets!
Male police officers brutally beat up women, they assaulted the elderly.
They used caste-based slurs, saying 'this is what you deserve,' and beat
people with sticks and kicks. They stamped their feet on the heads of victims
and rubbed it down in the earth with boots till there was blood; they broke
heads, they fractured arms and legs. This was in the combing operations.
Then, at the police station, they were (again) beaten on the soles of their
feet and palms with police belts in a deliberate and predetermined way to
hide any possibilities of marks on the body. They, especially one Sundri (as
recounted to the Fact-Finding Team) were forced to jump on the ground,
they were made to hit their own palms against the wall. Even after such
severe beatings, they were taunted, ‘Still not enjoying it? Maya Pandit, a
mother recovering postpartum with a one-and-a-quarter-month-old infant,
was brutally beaten by the police after breaking down the doors of her house
and bathroom, all in front of her new-born child.
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What happened to Vaibhav Kakade, an Ambedkari youth, who actually
protected a police officer from the allegedly violent sections of the mob?
Vaibhav swiftly saved the man by riding off with him on a two-wheeler and
it was thus that he saved him. In response? The police assault him with
sticks, fracturing his leg.

Along with Pooja Jadhav, other girls under the age of 18 are detained at the
police station without any formal arrest, where they are beaten by officers
with police belts and with sticks until late at night. Male police officers stood
on their thighs as recounted by Sundri thighs in a humiliating manner of
sexual assault.

All these Survivors of Police Brutality who spoke to the Fact-Finding Team
have detailed these shocking allegations and they ask whether this is what
they deserve in the name of caste?

According to the information provided by a responsible eyewitness journalist,
the entire Parbhani incident represented a complete failure of the
administration. Before and after the desecration of the Constitution replica,
no precautions or preventive measures had been taken to maintain law and
order. According to eye-witnesses, it was one person from the allegedly
violent mob who had attempted to injure Vijay Wakode by throwing a rod,
but accidentally, this hit someone else. They go on to explain that, if those in
the mob had been from among Dalits, they would have been unlikely to have
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attacked Vijay Vakode. The District Collector and SP, Police ought to have
visited Dalit settlements on December 10, 2024, held Peace Meetings and
created an atmosphere of confidence building and trust. “Instead, it was the
police that allowed the allegedly violent mob to disperse without taking any
action. This is extremely alarming behaviour," they said.

10. While conducting the combing operations in these above mentioned
settlements, a video went viral locally that depicted the police and SRP
breaking the glass of an autorickshaw after they saw the signature of Dr.
Babasaheb Ambedkar in radium on the glass of the rickshaws there. Owners
of these rickshaws have also witnessed this desecration by the police
personnel. The owners of those rickshaws, Raju Makasare, Sheikh Salim
Shey. Usman, Sheikh Mirza Shey. Karim, Vandana Bhaskar Ghodki,
narrated the above incident to the Fact-Finding Team.

11. The Fact-Finding Team was told that traders attempted to call for a
shutdown (Bandh) demanding the transfer of the SP, but reportedly it was
the opposition leader Ambadas Danve who persuaded them to change their
mind. The Fact-Finding Team made several attempts to meet Mr. Hake of
the traders' association regarding this matter, but the meeting could not take
place.
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12. Against the backdrop of the above events, it appears prima facie that the
state government is shielding the guilty police personnel involved in the
Parbhani incident and suppressing the truth.

13. Given the above events and the behaviour of certain police officers and staff,
1t 1s evident that their deep-rooted caste-based hatred is openly visible.

14. January 23, 2025, when this Fact-Finding Report is released and circulated,
despite serious complaints outlining crimes and violations of the law from
almost 12 victim survivors of police brutality, including from the mother of
Soamanth Suryawanshi who died in custody, no FIR has been registered
against the concerned, named police officers and staff members.

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“Rs 10 lakhs is passed on to us casually so police can

beat and kill our sons:”
- Vijayabai Suryawanshi to the Fact-Finding Team

Vijayabai Venkata Suryavanshi, a woman with deep self-respect, along with her
husband Venkata Suryavanshi, educated their sons Somnath, Premnath, and
Avinash, and their daughter Sonali while working on the migratory work of stone
crushing. This is the hereditary labour associated with the Waddar community (a
de-notified tribe, and a stone breaking/crushing community that is the backbone
of the construction industry).

Originally from the Ramling Mudgad village of the Nilanga taluka in Latur
district, the Suryavanshi couple supported Somnath so he could acquire an M.A.
in Economics, and a B.Ed. degree. Somnath was also studying further and was in
the third year of the L.L.B. course when he tragically died. Avinash, another son
has acquired a post-graduate M.Sc. degree and a B.Ed. like his late brother and

Premnath a Bacheors (B.Sc) and their sister Sonali has studied up to the 12th
grade. Venkat Suryavanshi (Vijayabai's husband) passed away in 2018. Somnath,
being the eldest, also worked as an LIC agent to support the family. Somnath and
his siblings are the first generation in their village and the Waddar community to
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get higher education. The last phone conversation between Somnath and his
mother Vijayabai took place on December 9, 2024.

Until his detention/arrest and death in suspicious circumstances (while in
custody) he had no health issues. It was on the morning of December 15, 2024 that
the police called Vijayabai Suryawanshi for the first time and asked for Somanth’s
name, caste, and also inquired whether he was her son. According to them, he had
passed away due to a heart attack. The body has been taken to Aurangabad. When
she reached Parbhani, a police officer named Ashok Ghorband took her to the
Inspector General of Police.

Vijayabai told the Fact-Finding team that she recognised Ashok Ghorband due to
his viral video. According to her verbal account to the Fact-Finding team,
Ghorband told her then that he would “help Avinash and Premnath” to get a job
in the police department and assist with the police recruitment process for the
same. He also said that they (the family of Somnath Suryawanshi) should take his
body to the village (for the last rites) and not bring it to Parbhani (city).

Vijayabai continued with providing these details of the meeting with the Inspector
General of Police Shahaji Umap who reportedly asked her, “Was your son
asthmatic?” She replied, “He did not have asthma.” Then he said to her, “Your son
has died due to a heart attack. The body has been taken to Aurangabad for the
post-mortem.” To this Vijayabai firmly said, “My son died because of the police
beating. Before he was arrested/detained, he had no health problems. Punish those
who killed my son. Give me justice.”

After that, Vijayabai, Premnath, and Avinash (Suryanwanshi) went to the
Government Medical College Hospital in Aurangabad, Vijayabai told the Fact-
Finding Team. After the post-mortem, while they were bringing Somnath's mortal
remains back towards Parbhani, the ambulance was stopped near Pachod by the
Superintendent of Police (SP). Jalna, accompanied by a large contingent of police.
The ambulance driver was pulled out of the vehicle, keys were snatched and they
was detained for two hours. According to Vijayabai, the police were pressuring
them to take Somnath's body to his native village in Latur instead of Parbhani.
Despite this intense pressure, Vijayabai faced the situation with great courage,
commanding respect and admiration. Nearly 70,000 people had gathered in
Parbhani, and officials insisted that the final rites should not be performed there
but in the native village, warning of “potential riots” in Parbhani. When asked if
she would take responsibility for any unrest, Vijayabai's response was truly
astounding.
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Vijayabai said, “My son was in your police custody for five days. For five days, you
did not contact me. It was only after his death that I was informed. She asked,
Will you take responsibility from the time of the arrest until his death? Who will
take responsibility? You won't take responsibility for his death while in your
custody, and yet you ask me to take responsibility for 70,000 people?” Upon
hearing this, the police were left speechless. By that time, people from nearby
villages had also gathered at Aurangabad.

After that, Somnath's body was brought to Parbhani, and his last rites were
performed in the midst of thousands of protesting Ambedkari community
members, peacefully.

Vijayabai has formally filed a complaint stating her son's death in police custody
was a murder, and she has also given her testimony before the Magisterial
Inquiry. Even though the Maharashtra government offered her a financial aid
(compensation) of Rs 10 lakh rupees, Vijayabai has refused the assistance, not
succumbing to any pressure. She remains firm in her demand for punishment for
the guilty and justice for Somnath to date.
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On the state’s offer of financial assistance, she said, “Let the 10 lakh rupees stay
with you.” “Use the money to feed the police, so they gain more strength to kill our
sons!” Her final words are biting, “You pass on this money casually so you are free
to kill our sons again, this I will not accept. I want justice. Many people come to
meet me and show sympathy. However, this mother remains steadfast and firm
1n her pursuit of justice in Parbhani, without faltering.” These are her concluding

words.
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Brief summary of Testimonies given by the Dalit

victims/survivors of police combing operations

(Fact-Finding Team interviews and Media Reports)

1.

Ramesh (55, daily wage worker): Ramesh describes being brutally beaten
by the police during a raid on his home. He was left with severe body pain
and injuries, with no medical or legal recourse. He recounts the violence in a
shaken voice, comparing the attack to being struck with a huge stone in deep
sleep. His wife, Sumantai, describes how she was also beaten while trying to
protect her husband. She highlights the deep personal toll of this violence,
including her inability to perform daily tasks due to her injuries, and the
impact on their son, who had to leave school and start working. This has also
been recounted by independent journalist who recorded the interview in her
article for Sabrangindia on December 24.

Vijayabai Suryawanshi (mother of deceased Somnath Suryawanshi):
Vijayabai shared the pain of losing her son, Somnath, who was arrested by
the police and subjected to brutal treatment during police custody that led to
his death. Somnath, a law student and LIC agent, had been a beacon of hope
for the family after their father's death. Despite showing his law and
journalist credentials to the police, he was detained, beaten, tortured.
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Ultimately, when he was moved to judicial custody, the morning away he
died owing to “multiple injuries. Vijayabai’s testimony is filled with grief as
she demands justice for her son. Her family has filed a complaint against the
police, her statement under 183 of BNSS (original section 164 CrPC before
Judicial Magistrate) has been recorded but not only has the overall response
been excessive (when it comes to attacks on Dalits populations and their
neighbourhoods) but inadequate when it comes to converting these
complaints of police abuse into FIRs. There is also no information available
of any stern action taken against any of the jurisdictional police officers, SPs
downwards in response to reports of police atrocities. Unconfirmed reports of
the suspension of police officer Ashok Ghorband have been doing the
rounds. This has been recounted by The Wire and SabrangIndia.

3. Vatsalabai Manvate (untrained medical helper): Vatsalabai, a follower
of Babasaheb Ambedkar’s teachings and an active social media presence, was
assaulted by the police during the combing operations that were in
themselves uncalled for. She was molested and physically beaten, with the
police targeting sensitive parts of her body. Despite her health conditions,
including BP and a previous angiography, the police showed no restraint.
Vatsalabai’s testimony highlights the sexual violence she endured, including
the police threatening her with forced urination unless she unlocked her
mobile. Her mobile was seized, and it has not been returned. She remains
traumatized and is seeking justice.

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FF Report: It is essential to note that Vatsalabai Manvate is named as an
accused in FIR 0591, which was filed by Amrut Adinath Shirale. Her phone
was also seized forcefully by the police as she had started shooting the live
videos of police and SRPF beating the innocent basti people without any
strong evidence or paperwork. That was the only thing that went against her,
and the police not only beat her but also molested her sexually. Two of the
male police pressed her thighs, some of them pulled her hair, and the
remaining police and SRPF mob beat her, which has resulted in serious
injuries all over the body, including the areas of her private parts.

One can guess or surmise, that her name becomes a part of the FIRs only
because of her quick action taking and recording of videos.

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4. Maya Pandit (breastfeeding mother): Maya Pandit recalls hiding with
her infant daughter when the police broke into her home. They forced her out
and beat her with a police stick, despite her protests about being a
breastfeeding mother. She recounts the terror of the experience, hearing the
police demand her to open the door and feeling helpless with her children
nearby. The violence was not only physical but also psychological, leaving her
with ongoing trauma.

5.  Anonymous Youth in Ahilyanagar (1): The youth of Ahilyanagar shared
the pervasive fear that gripped the community during and after the police
operations. They described how children, elderly, and even breastfeeding
women were targeted. Many of the youth sustained injuries, with plastered
arms and feet, and saw their vehicles and property damaged. The police used
tear gas and violence, making the community feel like they were being
treated as criminals for no reason.

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6. Anonymous youth in Ahilyanagar (2): This youth shared the deep fear
within the community, where rumours spread that the police would return
for another round of violence. They described how everyone, including
children and the elderly, were subjected to police brutality. Despite having
evidence in the form of live footage, they felt excluded and targeted, with no
visible action or support from the authorities or political leaders.

7. Sambhaji Brigade leaders (Balaji Mohite, Gajanan Jogdand, and
Swapnil Garud): The leaders of the Maratha community expressed their
anguish over the police brutality. They highlighted the lack of precautionary
measures taken by the administration when a large mob gathered for the
Sakal Hindu Samaj morcha. They pointed out the absence of immediate law
enforcement actions, such as enforcing Section 163 of BNSS, and questioned
the police’s role in allowing the violence to escalate.

9. Videos as Evidence: Private Videos of Combing Operations by the
Police
Videos of police atrocities and indiscriminate combing operations across Dalit
settlements in town have been made available to the Fact-Finding Team.
Most of these are also in the public domain. These need to be independently
investigated. The police are accused of entering the houses of Dalits,
particularly Ambedkarites, in Bhim Nagar and Priyadarshini Nagar, and
indiscriminately beating up men and women in the bastis. Videos show
youths being brutally beaten by the police. In one video, a policeman, part of
the police platoon deployed at Priyadarshini Nagar can be seen damaging a
vehicle parked inside the basti.

One video of the CCTV footage of Vatsalabai Manvate being brutalised was
also going viral on social media. The police can be seen surrounding a woman
and mercilessly thrashing her in an open ground in Priyadarshini Nagar in
Parbhani. A video of the unlawful conduct by SRP personnel has also been
made public.
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Negligence or Complicity?

A. According to Communist leader Comrade Rajan Kshirsagar from Parbhani,
the way the police attacked the Dalit settlements is akin to our law
enforcement agencies following Israeli tactics. The principal of the SRPF
Training Centre in Hingoli has been receiving training from Israel for the
past several years. According to this Israeli method, they have harassed the
Ambedkarite community. Journalist Sharmishtha Bhosale has
independently written an article in Sabrangindia describing the Parbhani
incident with the words, "They come like monkeys; they come like Nazis,"”
highlighting the trauma faced by Ambedkari Bastis in Parbhani due
to police brutality”. This article was published on the SabrangIndia news
portal on December 24.

B. Police Inspector General Shahaji Umap has instead, stated, "From the very
first day, we have been handling the situation transparently and in the
proper manner. I know that there are many allegations against us, and an
inquiry is underway. So, wait and be patient." When journalist Sharmishtha
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Bhosale asked about the mobile phones of Somnath and Vachhalabai
Manvate, he did not provide a satisfactory response.

C. The Parbhani incident was the result of deep, anti-Dalit hatred in the minds
of some officers and employees of the state government, police and

administration.

D. Protectors became the Predators in Parbhani.
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What Steps Should Have Been Taken

1. As per the complaints, an FIR should be lodged immediately against the
guilty police officers, staff and other employees of the administration named,;
they should be suspended and the investigation about their culpability
should be conducted under the watch of the Hon'ble High Court.

2.  The individuals injured during the combing operation and in police custody
should be duly compensated, and the family of Soamnath Suryavanshi should
also be compensated. Both his brothers should be appointed within the
government services.

3. The meetings of the Hindu Ekta Morcha demands an independent
investigation while that Investigation into the death in custody of Soamnath
Suryavanshi in police and judicial custody, both through retired high court
judges.

4. The truth behind the individual Datta Sopaan Pawar,who desecrated the
Constitution replica — —his connections, antecedents and background , should
be made public. The individuals, if any, instigating him should also be
disclosed.
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Preliminary findings

) The Constitution was Violated in Parbhani not only by Datta Sopan Pawar,

but also by those who did not arrest members of the allegedly violent mob on
the spot (December 10, December 11) allowing tensions to spread, and
instead, by capitalizing on the social tension and thereafter attacking and
and arresting peaceful protesters.

e  The sheer inhumanity and brutality behind the beatings during the combing
operations and after that in custody, breaking down doors and windows of
Dalit settlements shows a trend that is horrifying.

e  All members of the police force, responsible for these actions, all those who
were on duty and assigned under orders to conduct the combings should be
named and identified.

e  Those police officers on duty in the police station at the time of the detention
(for two and a half days) in police custody of Somnath Suryavanshi and Vijay
Vakode should be disclosed and prosecuted.
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All these persons individually and collectively have violated the law, the
Indian Constitution and International Human Rights Law, and Committed
a fundamental breach of human rights through discriminatory and anti-Dalit
actions.

A Supreme Court ruling of three judges in December 2020 made it mandatory
for all police stations to install CCTV Cameras in Police Stations. Were such
Cameras installed in the Police Station (s) at Parbhani. The Supreme Court
has periodically given the Centre a deadline of three months, and state
governments to ensure full compliance with the directions for the sake of
transparency and protection of human rights of accused and undertrials. The

matter is ongoing.

The Fact-Finding team demands that this information be made public and that
the CCTV footage of the same 1s released. The Hon’ble Supreme Court had passed
this historic judgement to ensure no such tragic and violent deaths in police

custody took place. The matter on CCTVs in all police stations is still pending in

the Supreme Court.
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Private Complaints by Victim Survivors in
Parbhani

Twelve complaints do not find any mention in the FIRs shared with us till now.
Those FIRs focussed on the alleged vandalisation that took place as a part of the
protest that turned violent, forming a justification for the police to undertake
extreme force. These complaints by the Dalit victims/survivors of violence, rarely
as is the norm, get converted to FIRs, especially if the perpetrators are the law
enforcement authorities themselves. The Private Complaints filed by Victims and
Survivors have been accessed by the Fact-Finding Team and a Gist of these is
also being provided below in this Fact-Finding Report.

Summary and Gist of Private Complaints filed by Victim
Survivors - Parbhani

The eight complaints available with the Fact-Finding Team (a total of 12 have
been reportedly filed with the local police) collectively highlight severe allegations
of police misconduct, custodial violence, caste-based discrimination, and
intimidation centred on the incidents that took place in Mondha Police Station,
Parbhani and by the law enforcement agencies. The incidents span December 10—
19, 2024, involving brutal assaults, casteist abuse, unlawful detentions, and
alleged custodial deaths.

Below are the key details consolidated from all the complaints, a copy of which
(eight complaints is available with the Fact-Finding Team)

Complaint of Vijayabai Venkata Suryavanshi: On December 15, Vijayabai

Venkata Suryavanshi, a 60-year-old labourer from Ramling Mudgad, Latur, was
informed by Parbhani Police about the sudden death of her son, Somnath Venkata
Suryavanshi, a third-year law student at Shivaji College, due to a supposed heart
attack. However, the post-mortem report at Ghati Hospital, Aurangabad, revealed
evidence of custodial assault. Activists and eyewitnesses suggested that Somnath
was subjected to continuous beatings for three days at Mondha Police Station,
leading to his death. Despite multiple complaints to the Superintendent of Police
and Mondha Police Station officials, there was a deliberate delay in registering
charges against the officers. Smt Vijayabai Venkata Suryavanshi filed three
separate complaints, two on December 18, and another on December 25, addressed
to Gondha Police Station, District Superintendent of Police Office, Parbhani and
Police Deputy Inspector General's Office, Nanded but these are yet to be
converted into an FIR. (The FF Team has a copy of her complaint)

Complaint of Vijay Dashrath Wakode: Further accounts from other

complainants corroborate Somnath's ordeal, linking it to a series of police actions
starting from December 10, when Dalit activist Vijay Dashrath Wakode protested
peacefully against the desecration of a constitution replica. As per the complaint
addressed to the Police Inspector, New Monda Police Station, by Vijay Dashrath
Wakode’s son, namely Ashish Vijay Wakode, his father’s protest drew hostility
from officers, including Sharad Mare, Turnar, and Ashok Ghorband, who harassed
and threatened him. On December 16, after attending Somnath's funeral, Vijay
Wakode succumbed to a heart attack, allegedly caused by relentless police
intimidation. Ashish Vijay Wakode, in his complaint dated December 19, 2024,
had requested for appropriate legal action under the Scheduled Castes and
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Scheduled Tribes (Prevention of Atrocities) Act against the officers allegedly
responsible for his father’s death.

Complaint of Dhammadip Janardhan Mogale: On December 11, during a

combing operation near the Superintendent of Police’s office, Dhammadip
Janardhan Mogale, a competitive exam aspirant, was intercepted by officers,
insulted using casteist slurs, and brutally assaulted. Detained at Mondha Police
Station, he observed Somnath in a similarly dire condition. Fear of retaliation
delayed his complaint, but he later reported these incidents along with a threat
from API Bandkhadke on December 19. Bandkhadke warned him against filing
complaints, threatening false charges and imprisonment. Dhammadip Janardhan
Mogale filed two separate Private complaints on December 19, 2024, addressed to
Police Inspector of the Mondha PS, one against the violence unleashed at him
during the combing operation and the other regarding the threats issued to him
against the filing the complaint, but this has yet to be converted into an FIR.

Complaints of Ashish Limbaji Bansode and Satish Ramesh Bhalerao:

Similarly, Ashish Limbaji Bansode and Satish Ramesh Bhalerao, in their separate
private complaints addressed to the District Superintendent of Police, Parbhani,
both of which were dated December 27, described being detained during the
combing operation for trivial reasons like wearing a blue handkerchief. Both were
subjected to severe physical assaults, caste-based abuse, and coerced silence in
court under threats of further violence. Witnesses consistently report that officers,
including Turnar, Pathan, and a female constable, participated in the abuse.

Satish Ramesh Bhalerao, arrested while distributing wedding invitations on
December 11, recounted horrifying experiences of torture, including being stripped
and beaten over two days at Nanalpeth Police Station. The brutality extended to
women and children, and detainees were humiliated with casteist slurs like
“Maharade” and “Dhedge.” Somnath’s death reportedly occurred under similar
circumstances of unchecked custodial violence. A copy of his complaint dated
December 26, 2024, addressed to the Police Inspector at Mondha Police Station is
available with the FF Team.

Complaint of Ramesh Baburao Gore: Ramesh Baburao Gore echoed these

accounts in a private complaint dated December 27, 2024, addressed to the
Superintendent of Police, wherein he highlighted an assault while he was merely
picking up his sister. Officers allegedly used wooden sticks, belts, and rods to
brutalise detainees, particularly targeting their caste identity. The trauma of
these incidents left many, including Gore, with lasting physical and emotional
scars, compelling them to seek medical treatment. A copy of his complaint dated
December 27 is available with the FF Team
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In all these cases, victims consistently named officers like Sharad Mare, Turnar,
Pathan, Ghorband, and Bandkhadke as primary perpetrators. Complaints
emphasised the use of casteist slurs, intimidation to suppress dissent, and delayed
access to medical care for the injured. A recurring pattern of abuse highlights
systemic issues of custodial torture, discrimination, and deliberate inaction by
higher authorities despite mounting evidence, including medical records and
witness testimonies. The cases underscore a deeply troubling culture of impunity
and highlight the urgent need for accountability and systemic reform in law
enforcement practices.

The complainants unanimously seek:

1. Immediate registration of culpable homicide charges against responsible
officers.

2. Strict action under the Scheduled Castes and Scheduled Tribes (Prevention
of Atrocities) Act.

3. Animpartial investigation into the custodial death of Somnath Suryavanshi
and related incidents.

4. Protection for complainants against retaliatory threats by police.
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Analysis on the root of the violence- what the
FIRs left out

1. The man who desecrated the Constitution

Sopan Pawar, who desecrated the constitution’s replica, was declared to be
“mentally deranged” within hours of his arrest. The police stated that Pawar,
hailing from the OBC Dhangar community, committed the act “without
understanding the consequences” of his actions. Within hours of his arrest on
December 10, Shahaji Umap, the special inspector general of Nanded overseeing
the investigation, described Pawar as a “lunatic.” However, there is no explanation
as to how the police arrived at this conclusion prior to any formal scientific
assessment of his mental state.

Date of the incident: December 10, 2024
Filing of the FIR: December 10, 2024

Complainant details: Kacharu Vitthalrao Godbole, aged 51 years, filed a
complaint at the New Mondha Police Station

Gist of the FIR: The complainant reported an incident that occurred around 5:00
pm near the statue of Dr. Babasaheb Ambedkar on Railway Station Road,
Parbhani on December 10, 2024. Godbole observed a crowd gathered near the
Ambedkar statue and approached to find four individuals known to him—Akash
Ahire, Santosh Khare, Raju Baban Kamble, and Akash Gangadhar Chitte—
questioning a man identified as Dattarao Sopanrao Pawar, aged 47 years, resident
of Mirzapur, Parbhani.

Pawar was accused of desecrating the symbolic Constitution book placed on an
iron stand in front of the statue by lifting and throwing it to the ground. When
questioned by the crowd, Pawar reportedly gave evasive answers and failed to
justify his actions. The complainant alleged that Pawar’s conduct caused damage
to the symbolic Constitution book, desecrated it, and hurt the religious sentiments
of the Ambedkarite public and the Buddhist community.

The situation escalated as more people gathered, and some individuals in the
crowd manhandled Pawar. The police arrived, intervened, took Pawar into
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custody, and transported him to the hospital. The complainant requested
appropriate legal action against Pawar for his actions.

IG Shahaji Umap has been in charge, handling all aspects of the unfolding
incidents since December 10. Speaking to the writer about this, Umap said, “From
the very first day, we have handled the situation to our best ability, in a fair
manner. I know many allegations are being raised, like the timing of imposing 144
and using the police and SRPF force to maintain law & order... But we have done
this all for a greater good, which was the crucial need of that particular situation.
Now the whole case 1s under judicial inquiry. In this situation, I, as a police
authority, should not be commenting on anything. We all should wait & watch

2. Hindu Sakal Samaj event just hours before the desecration on
December 10, 2024

Deliberate inaction against gathering of the Hindu Sakal Samaj?

On December 10, shortly before the desecration incident, the Hindu Sakal Samaj,
an extremist right-wing group, held a meeting near the Shivaji statue to protest
against “atrocities against Hindus in Bangladesh.” Located just a few metres from
B.R. Ambedkar’s statue, the Shivaji statue became the site of this gathering, which
featured incendiary speeches—a common feature of the organisation’s public
events. While it remains unclear whether Sopan Pawar attended this meeting, the
police have not investigated this possibility.

He must therefore take prompt measures to procure
necessary help for any person under arrest or in custody, who 1s wounded
or sick and, whilst guarding or conducting any such person have due regard
to his condition. He must also arrange for proper sustenance and shelter for
every such person.

e Any Arrested Person (Woman or Man) should be allowed to consult a legal
practitioner before he is taken to magistrate in remand, but police stopped
the team of advocates appearing for the Victims denying Somnath
Suryanwahi and others detained the right to Legal Aid and Defence when
in Custody.

can be useful to talk about the issue of abuse of power during combing

operations and raids.

Analysis and Combined Gist of Eight FIRs
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On December 11, 2024, a violent and disruptive series of incidents unfolded in
Parbhani, particularly in the Gandhi Park and Nanalpeth areas, following a
bandh called by followers of Dr. Babasaheb Ambedkar in response to the
desecration of a symbolic Constitution plaque in front of Dr. Ambedkar's statue on
Railway Station Road. The bandh was meant to protest the desecration, and the
subsequent actions during the protest escalated into widespread violence, leaving
numerous businesses and residential properties damaged. The violent activities
resulted in property destruction, arson, and physical harm to several individuals.

The FIRs filed in relation to these incidents primarily highlight “widespread
vandalism, property damage, arson, and disturbances caused by a group of 40 to
50 individuals who were part of the protest. These individuals, armed with wooden
sticks and other makeshift weapons, engaged in acts of vandalism, targeting local
businesses, vehicles, and infrastructure. Common themes across these FIRs
include large-scale damage to vehicles, destruction of shop signboards, the
dismantling of security systems (including CCTV cameras), and the targeting of
traders, residents, and shop owners. The overall financial damage caused by these
violent acts is significant, with estimates running into lakhs of rupees.”
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One of the complaints was filed by Amrut Adinath Shirale, a police constable, who
reported that during the protest, his motorcycle was damaged, and he sustained
injuries. The rioters according to the FIRs, “not only obstructed the police efforts
to maintain law and order but also caused chaos by vandalizing property and
vehicles. Shirale’s complaint paints a vivid picture of the lawlessness that overtook
the streets, where property damage was widespread, and there was no immediate
intervention from the authorities to curb the violence. There was also the complete
absence of efficient and trained police personnel to control the so-called “violence.”
This complaint highlights how law enforcement officers were themselves not
immune to the violence that ensued, further emphasizing the breakdown of public
order.”

Another victim, Sheikh Aslam Sheikh Igbal, a fruit vendor, shared the account of
his fruit cart, which he had locked and left at the bus station the previous evening,
being vandalized and set on fire by the protestors. Igbal’s cart, which contained
fruits worth 210,000, was destroyed, and the cart itself suffered further damage
estimated at ¥20,000. Igbal's case exemplifies the vulnerability of small traders
during protests. While large businesses and high-profile individuals often have
better protection and insurance, small vendors like Igbal bear the brunt of such
violence, losing both their livelihood and their property.

Another FIR was filed by Pradeep Digambarrao Shahane, a jeweller whose shop,
located at Gandhi Park, was vandalized during the protest. Shahane’s motorcycle
was set on fire, and his scooter was damaged. The rioters also destroyed the CCTV
cameras and shop signboards of other businesses in the area. Shahane’s complaint
1s indicative of the coordinated nature of the attack, with the rioters deliberately
targeting business establishments and rendering them vulnerable by disabling
their security systems. Shahane reported a loss of ¥5,49,000 in total damages, and
the collective damage in the Gandhi Park area was substantial, affecting not just
his business but many others in the vicinity, including those of Amol Ramrao
Dahale, Kiran Prakashrao Shahane, Gaurav Diliprao Tapke, and others.

In Shahane’s neighbourhood, the destruction spread beyond just the targeted
businesses. For instance, Ramkrishna Manoharrao Shahane reported the
vandalism of his car, while Amol Ashokrao Kulthe had his motorcycle damaged,
along with the destruction of his shop's signboard and steel grids. Such acts were
not isolated but occurred in a pattern, with protestors moving from one location to
another, wreaking havoc on the local economy. This level of coordination and the
scale of destruction indicate that the rioters were working with a common intent,
and the violence was not merely spontaneous but strategically targeted to cause

maximum harm.
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In addition to these complaints, Gaurav Diliprao Tapke and Vilas Kherudkar filed
FIRs detailing the destruction of personal and business property, including
electric bikes, motorcycles, and CCTV systems. The damages here ranged from
220,000 to 35,000 per incident. The destruction of vehicles parked in public
spaces, particularly those of residents such as Dhodiraj Dantopant Shahane and
Akash Promoderao Shahane, was another hallmark of the rioters' actions. These
vehicles were not just damaged but vandalized with malicious intent, further
complicating the situation for the victims who were left without recourse for
protecting their property.

As per the FIRs, the financial losses for the businesses in the Gandhi Park area
alone were staggering, with damages to shop signboards, electronic equipment,
and vehicles amounting to well over %5 lakh. Reportedly, the rioters also targeted
Syed Rizwan Syed Hanif’s bakery shop, damaging its CCTV cameras and name
board, and Vilas Kherudkar’s cycle store, where several security devices were
destroyed. The destruction of infrastructure—particularly the vandalism of CCTV
cameras—raised concerns about the vulnerability of businesses during periods of
public unrest. Not only were these businesses subjected to direct property damage,
but the loss of security systems also exposed them to further risk.

Sections applied in the FIRs registered by the Parbhani Police

filing these eight FIRs. These are: Bharatiya Nyaya Samhita (BNS)- Section
189(2) - Unlawful assembly [141 in erstwhile IPC], Section 126(2) - Wrongful
restraint [339 in erstwhile IPC], Maharashtra Police Act: Section 135 - Penalty
for contravention of rules or directions under section 37, 39 or 40,

Other FIRs: In FIR no. 469, 589, 694, 695, these other sections of BNS are also
used: Section 326(f) - Mischief by injury, inundation, fire or explosive substance,
etc [435 in erstwhile IPC] Section 324(5) - Mischief causing damage of 31,00,000
or more [425 in erstwhile IPC] Section 223 - Disobedience to orders issued by
public servants [188 in erstwhile IPC], Section 191(2) - Rioting [146 in erstwhile
IPC], 190- Member of an unlawful assembly [142 in erstwhile TPC]
